Payment Policy 
A reservation must be confirmed immediately with a 
check, money order, or credit card. in the amount of 
$5 for a one-day tour and $10 for an overnight tour 
to hold your space. The balance will be charged for 
one-day trips two weeks prior to the trip and for 
overnight trips, 30 days prior to trip.  When making 
a payment, request a receipt by providing an active 
email address. Quality Tours requires deposits for 
certain trips at the time of booking, and is noted in 
that trip's description. The deposit would be 
refundable if the trip does not run. 
 

Refunds and Cancellations 
There is a “No Refund” policy in place unless and If, 
when you cancel there is a standby list and from it, 
we can find a replacement. If you need to cancel your 
reservation, please call Quality Tours and speak to 
one of our agents handling the Bluebird Tour 
Program. All cancellations are subject to an 
administration fee of $5.00 for one-day trips and 
$10.00 for overnight trips. A refund will only be 
given if there is someone on the “standby list” to 
take your space. Trip cancellation insurance is 
available only for overnight tours and it is highly 
suggested.
