During the investigation, 

officers identified the suspect as Steven Eric GILES and obtained an arrest warrant. Attempts to 

locate the suspect have been unsuccessful.

Store located at 14220 Smoketown Rd. in Woodbridge (22192) to investigate a robbery. The 

investigation revealed an unknown man went behind the service counter where he threatened the 

employee and then pushed her out of the way before taking multiple bottles of alcohol and leaving 

the store. No injuries were reported. Officers and a police K-9 searched the area for the suspect who 

was not located.

Shooting Investigation – On December 22 at 6:57PM, officers responded to a residence located in the 

15600 block of John Diskin Cir in Woodbridge (22191) to investigate a shooting. The investigation revealed 

the victim, a 26-year-old man, was visiting the home and was in the basement area when gunshots were 

fired from backyard into the residence, striking the victim once in the lower body. The victim was treated at 

an area hospital for a non-life threatening injury. The shooter was believed to have left the area in a vehicle 

immediately after the incident. No other injuries or property damage to surrounding homes were reported. 

The incident does not appear to be random.  

 

Armed Robbery – On December 22 at 6:09PM, officers responded to Beauty Town located at 17064 

Richmond Hwy in Dumfries (22026) to investigate a robbery. The investigation revealed an unknown woman 

selected and concealed an item before leaving the business. Employees confronted the woman outside the 

store where the suspect then swung a pocketknife towards one of the employees. The woman was last seen 

walking away towards Wayside Dr. No injuries were reported. A police K-9 searched for the suspect who was 

not located. The suspect was described as black woman, 4’10” with a small building wearing a multi-colored 

headwrap with a black puffy jacket, black jeans, and gray scarf.  

 

Residential Burglary – On December 22 at 4:33PM, officers responded to a residence located in the 3100 

block of Tulip Tree Pl in Dumfries (22026) to investigate a burglary. The investigation revealed entry was 

made into the home’s garage through a left open overhead door. Two pairs of shoes were reported missing. 

A younger aged black male wearing dark-colored clothing had been seen on the property entering the 

garage before leaving on a bicycle.
