Bank Robbery *ARREST- On April 14, detectives obtained charges for two suspects 

sought in connection to a robbery that occurred at Capital One Bank located at 13236 

Gateway Center Dr in Gainesville (20155) on April 1. Following the investigation, one of 

the accused, identified as Paul Peter GERARDI Jr, was taken into custody by Fairfax 

County Police. Additional charges for Paul Peter GERARDI Jr were obtained by Fairfax 

County Police and Loudoun County Sheriff’s Office [LSCO]. The second accused, 

identified as Josiah Jor-El JACKMAN, was located deceased by Loudoun County 

deputies following an attempted warrant service.

Bank Robbery [Previously Released]- On April 1, officers responded to Capital One Bank, located 

at 13236 Gateway Center Dr in Gainesville (20155) to investigate a robbery. The investigation 

revealed an unknown man entered the bank, jumped over the counter, and demanded money from 

the tellers. The suspect took an undisclosed amount of money before leaving the area in a white 

sedan. No injuries were reported and no weapon was displayed. The suspect was described as a 

white male, 5’10” wearing a grey zippered jacket, blue jeans, hiking boots, sunglasses, black gloves 

and a black surgical mask.
