Attempted Malicious Wounding *ARREST- The suspect sought in connection with the attempted 

aggravated malicious wounding that was reported to have occurred in the 1500 block of Constellation Pl. in 

Woodbridge (22191) on August 2, 2024, was arrested. On June 3, the accused, identified as Eduin Misael 

FLORES GUTIERREZ, was taken into custody by Alexandria City Police.

Attempted Malicious Wounding [Previously Released] – On August 2 at 1:04AM, officers 

responded to the Woodbridge Station Apartments located in the 1500 block of Constellation Pl. in 

Woodbridge (22191) to investigate a domestic dispute. The investigation revealed a man, later 

identified as the accused, forced entry into the apartment of an acquaintance where he 

then brandished a knife toward a 43-year-old male occupant of the apartment. The accused broke 

the man’s phone before leaving the apartment. Officers and a police K-9 searched the area for 

the accused who was not located. No injuries were reported. Following the investigation, officers 

obtained arrest warrants for the accused, identified as Eduin Misael FLORES GUTIERREZ. Attempts 

to locate the accused have been unsuccessful.

Death Investigation- On June 17 at 3:23PM, officers responded to the soccer fields at Chinn Park Recreation 

Center, located at 13025 Chinn Park Dr in Woodbridge (22192) to investigate a report of a person in crisis. 

As officers arrived on scene. The individual, identified as a 53-year-old woman, produced a firearm and 

inflicted a fatal injury upon herself. Officers immediately attempted life saving measures and ultimately, the 

woman was pronounced dead on scene. Preliminarily, there were no signs of foul play or threat to the 

community concerning the death. More information regarding the investigation will be released if deemed 

necessary. 

 

Reckless Handling of a Firearm- On July 17 at 9:20PM, officers responded to the 7400 block of Emerald Dr 

in Manassas (20109) to investigate a report of shots fired. The investigation revealed multiple gunshots were 

heard and four unoccupied vehicles were struck by gunfire. Officers located several shell casings in the 

roadway. No injuries were reported.   

 

Residential Burglary- On June 17 officers responded to a residence located in the 16100 block of Radburn 

St in Woodbridge (22191) to investigate a burglary that was reported to have occurred between June 16 at 

7:30AM and June 17 at 11:30AM. The investigation revealed during that timeframe, the residence was 

entered and multiple items of jewelry, clothing, a gaming console and camera equipment were reported 

stolen. No damage to property was reported and no suspect description was available.

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Sexual Assault Investigation- On June 18, 2026, detectives concluded an investigation 

into multiple sexual assaults that were reported to have occurred at the Children of 

America daycare located at 9655 Liberia Ave in Manassas (20110), between June 2025 

and April 2026. The investigation revealed between the reported timeframe, an 

employee of the facility, later identified as the accused, inappropriately touched two 

victims, both 3-year-old girls, while they were in the care of the facility. No injuries were 

reported. Following the investigation, detectives obtained charges and the accused, 

identified as Joseph Matthew BROWN, was arrested. Detectives are asking anyone who may have 

information regarding this investigation to contact police.
