Armed Robbery- On July 1 at 3:44AM, officers responded to Hendrick Honda, located at 14201 Richmond 

Hwy in Woodbridge (22191) to investigate a robbery. The investigation revealed the victim, a 44-year-old 

man, was delivering vehicles to the dealership when an unknown man took the keys to a white Dodge Ram 

2500 and entered the vehicle. During the encounter, the suspect brandished a firearm at the victim, before 

leaving the area in the vehicle. No injuries were reported. The suspect was described as a black male, 30-40 

years old, thin build, bald with a goatee, and wearing a white t-shirt.

Shooting into an Occupied Dwelling- On June 30 at 7:48AM, officers responded to a residence located in 

the 10400 block of Bermuda Ln in Manassas (20109) to investigate what was initially reported as an armed 

robbery. The investigation revealed a man, later identified as the accused, called the Public Safety 

Communications Center claiming he had been robbed and shot in the hand by unknown men. During the 

course of the investigation, it was determined the accused had not been robbed and instead was handling 

a firearm when it discharged, striking himself in the hand. During a search of the residence, officers located 

two loaded firearms that were unsecured and accessible to a child who was staying in the home. The 

accused was transported to an area hospital for treatment, and no additional injuries or property damage 

were reported. Officers obtained arrest warrants and following the investigation, the accused, identified as 

Jaydon Isaiah ALOUMOUATI, was arrested.

Brandishing- On June 23, officers responded to investigate a brandishing that was reported to have 

occurred in the 2000 block of Horizon Ct in Woodbridge (22191) at 11:09PM that evening. The investigation 

revealed the victim, a 30-year-old man, was involved in a road rage incident with the driver of another 

vehicle, later identified as the accused, in the area of Richmond Hwy and Delaware Ave. A short time later, 

the victim saw the suspect vehicle parked on Horizon Ct and attempted to speak with a passenger of the 

vehicle. During the encounter, the accused exited the vehicle, obtained a firearm from inside a nearby 

residence, and brandished the firearm at the victim. No shots were fired and no injuries were reported. 

Following the investigation, officers obtained charges and the accused, identified as Victor Lee MORTON 

HOWARD, was arrested.
