Homicide Investigation– On July 5 at 10:12PM, officers responded to the 16700 block of Blackjack Oak Ln 
in Woodbridge (22191) to investigate a shooting. Arriving officers located the victim, a 16-year-old male 
juvenile, in a parking lot in the above area with a gunshot wound to the upper body and immediately 
rendered aid. The victim was transported to an area hospital where he later died from his injuries. A possible 

involved vehicle was reportedly seen leaving the area following the shooting. Later that evening, officers 
observed a vehicle matching the description of the suspect vehicle on Cardinal Dr near Emil Ct where a 
vehicle stop was attempted. The driver refused to stop for officers and a pursuit was initiated. The driver 
continued to the area of Powell’s Creek Blvd and Blue Pool Ln where the driver then stopped the vehicle and 
fled on foot. The driver was not immediately located. Preliminarily, this incident does not appear to be 
random, and detectives are asking anyone with information to contact police. Additional information 

will be released when available. The investigation continues.

Waterpark, located at 7500 Ben Lomond Park Dr in Manassas (20109) to investigate an 
indecent exposure. The investigation revealed an unknown man, later identified as the 
accused, approached an occupied vehicle in the parking lot.

accused exposed himself and made obscene gestures in view of the individuals in the 
vehicle and onlookers, before leaving the area on foot. Following the investigation the 
accused, identified as Manuel De Jesus ALVARANGA ESPANA, was arrested.
